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EAR TIPPING 
 

 
 

 

TIP POINT of RIGHT EAR by trimming aprx. 1/4th inch 
(1/6TH inch for KITTENS & small ears) 

 
AMOUNT CUT DEPENDS ON EAR SIZE 

 

 
Using scissors and the thumb & forefinger to pinch off 

the ear, make a straight cut across ear as shown above. 
 

We recommend using (Monsel’s solution) serric subsulsate, 

NF for application on ear tip to prevent bleeding. 
 

If bleeding occurs, use moistened styptic powder 

and apply pressure on ear by squeezing fingers together. 

 
 

 

This procedure is necessary to identify cats that have  

already been altered & prevents putting the cat through 

unnecessary stress & anesthesia if trapped again.
